GENERAL

The widest publicity is to be given locally to extra trains which have been scheduled to relieve
regular services in order to distribute traffic to the best advantage.

The attention of the prospective holiday passengers should also be directed to any of the extra and
ordinary services which have heen scheduled to run on Wednesday 2nd April, and the morning
of Thursday, 3rd April, to ensure that these trains are utilised to the fullest extent and so relieve
the heavily patronised services on Thursday evening and Good Friday morning.

Supervising Officers, also Booking and Enquiry Staffs are to give this matter special attention.

Timetable Reference Symbols—*, §, 3, 11, 9, etc., are fully explained in the various Work-
ing Timetable books and are applicable to all trains shown herein.

PLATFORM TICKETS—SPENCER STREET.—Platform tickets will be on issue at Spencer
Street for all trains during the Baster period.

SEAT BOOKING.—The conditions under which seat reservations may be made on the various
trains are shown on pages 7 to 12.

The seat-booked carriages must be marshalled in their normal position on trains, and Station-
masters, Spencer Street and Flinders Strest and the Yard Supervisors are to confer and ensure that
there is no misunderstanding in this regard.

VACATION FARES.—Tickets at school vacation fares will be issued under usual conditions
during the Easter vacation for any Country journey in Victoria and for travel to stations in *Queens~
land, New South Wales, (including Canberra) South Australia, Western Australia and on the Trans-
Australian Line and Central Ausiralian Line, but the holders of such tickets will not be entitled to
sleeping berths between Melboumne and Adelaide, Melbourne and Sydney, Sydney and Brisbane,
or on the Mildura line for journeys to be commenced on Thursday, 3rd April, 1969.

Vacation tickets for Country journeys in Victoria or Intersystem journeys may be issued for
travel commencing on any date from fourteen days prior to the commencement of the vacation
period.

# Students attending Business, Commercial or Teachers Training Colleges shall not be granted
vacation fares when travelling to or from stations in Queensland.

CONCESSION FARES.—Similar sleeping berth restrictions as for vacation fares apply to
other travel at concession fare on Thursday, 3rd April, 1969.

RETURN TRAFFIC.

Depot Stationmasters must make a close check to determine the prospective return traffic
for the various dates, and keep the District Superintendent and Control Officers informed.

District Superintendents and the Chief Train Controller to arrange for & close check being
kept on the loading of “UP” trains throughout the period so that when necessary suitable arrange-
ments may be made to meet any addtiional traffic offering.

Depot: Stationmasters to arrange where practicable for carriages to be set aside for passengers
joining at roadside stations and for the stations concerned to be advised as to the location of such
accommodation. Station staffs to advise the Train Controller in every instance the number of
passengers joining and alighting at their stations and at caretaker and no-one-in-charge stations
under their supervision. Train Controllers to record such information on the train control graphs.
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PASSENGER CARRIAGES

Our resources will be taxed to the utmost to meet the holiday traffic requirements, particu-
larly in respect to outgoing traffic from Melbourne on Thursday, 3rd and Friday, 4th April and
Depot Stationmasters must send all spare carriages to Melbourne not Iater than Fri., 28th March 1969.

District Superintendents, Ararat, Ballarat, Bendigo, Geelong and Seymour to personally
arrange for a daily check on carriages in their districts to be maintained during the holiday period
and for their Depot Stationmasters to confer with the Carriage Allotment Officer, Superinténdent
of Train Services Office, telephone 1673, at 9.0 a.m. each day, INCLUDING HOLIDAYS, as to

requirements.
SPARE CARRIAGES
Particular care to be exercised in the compilation of advices concerning passenger rolling

stock on hand, which must be telegraphed in time to reach Head Office not later than 8.0 a.m.
each day. See General Appendix, page 157, clause 8.

LIGHTING OF TRAINS

Special attention is to be given by all concerned to the instructions contained in Working
Time-table books in regard to Lighting of Country Trains, which will apply to the regular, altered
or additional services shown in this circular.

In certain instances, authority has been issued for Empty Carriage Trains, shown in this Time
Table Book, to take passengers offering, and in such cases, all concerned must exercise care to
enaure that carriages are not lit unnecessarily.

Passengers offering could generally be confined to one carriage marshalled next to the Brake
Van, and in such instance, this carriage only should be lit.

“Down ** and *“ Up ” trains respectively are to be grouped separately on the same form. The
above stations are to forward copies of the returns to the Superintendent Train Services and the
District Superintendent, and also maintain a diary record for future reference. Stationmasters
must also submit comment as to the suitability of the services provided.

Stationmasters, Spencer Street and Flinders Street must furnish he information on their
usual special returns, in respect of both departures and arrivals.

ROAD MOTOR SERVICES
Officers-in-Charge at stations where Road Motor passenger services regularly connect with
Rail Services, must advise the Proprietors or Drivers thereof, particulars of the full Rail Services,
including all alterations as affecting the particular location concerned. during the period, Wednesday,
2nd April to Wednesday, 9th April, inclusive.

AMBULANGE EQUIPMENT

Arrangements as shown in pages 53 to 55 of General Appendix will apply to the equipping
of traing during the Easter Holiday period.

All main line trains, whether ordinary or specials, must be provided with a large chest and
stretcher. Stationmasters, where special trains originate, who have not sufficient equipment on
hand to meet the requirements, must requisition on the Ambulance Officer, Ambulance Depot,
Spencer Street, in ample time to permit of the equipment being despatched from Spencer Street.
Stationmasters must personally see that this duty is attended to, or if it is impracticable to do so,
the Stationmaster must appoint a member of his staff to attend to it

Ambulance equipment on special trains returning empty to Melbourne must not be taken
into Melbourne or Flinders Street Yards, or Yards at any country centre, but must be removed
at the terminus of the passenger special on the Down journey and waybilled to the home station.
Stationmasters and Officers-in-Charge must see that the equipment is removed from Brakevans of
trains when taken out of running. :
