LOCOMOTIVE OR TRAIN SPEEDS
1. The maximum speed is the highest speed allowed on any portion of the line.

2. Speed of Trains.-it must be clearly understood by Enginemen and Guards that the maximum permissible speed authorised for
the line and for the type of train must not, under any circumstances, be exceeded over any portion of the journey. In any instance where
the times shown in the Working Time-table to run any section confiict with the maximum permissible speed authorised ?ﬂl“ that particular
section, or with any safe working or other instruction, the Time-table times are not to be adhered to, and the matter is to be promptly
reported to the Time-tables Co-ordinator, Manager Suburban Train Operations or Manager Country Train Operations (Eastern) by
Statiomasters and others engaged in Train Ru nning. Enginemen to bring the matter under notice of any Superior Officer, who must report
the matter to his Manager, and, in addition forward copy of his report direct to the Time-tables Co-ordinator,

3. The maximum speeds laid down in respect of the various lines, or portions of lines, are subject to—
(i) the provisions of Regulation 59:
(i) the special speeds shown on pages 58 to 62 inclusive;

(iiii) sugh temporary speed reductions as are shown from time to time in the Weekly Notice or other printed or written instructions:

(v} the special speeds laid down in clause 7 hereunder, and clause 8, page 54,

4. Passenger trains consisting of the following may run at the speeds laid down for Passenger trains:
(a} Passenger Carriages (except Suburban ‘M’ (Tait) or "CM' vehicles).
(b} Passenger Brakevans and Powervans. :
{c) Victorian bogie goods vehicles having ‘P’ as the second last letter of their classification.
(d) Intersystem vehicles permitted to run at passenger train speeds (See Working Time Table Addenda).

Passenger trains ﬂunveyin%mher vehicles must not exceed the maximum permissible speed for those vehicles, and must be
specially authorised by the Chief Operations Manager.

(i} Express Goods trains consisting of the following may run at the speeds laid down for Express Goods trains:
(a) Victorian bogie goods vehicles.
(i} having ‘W', "X’ or 'Y' as the last letter of their clas sification except loaded Tank Wagons having ‘X' or 'Y' as the last
letter of their classification.
(i) Empty Tank Wagons having "X’ or 'Y' as the last letter of their classification.
(b) Passenger Carriages (except Suburban 'M’ (Tait) or 'CM’ vehicles).
(c} Passenger Brakevans and Powervans.
{d) Intersystem vehicles permitted to run at or above Ex press Goods train speeds (See Working Time Table Addenda).
Express Goods trains conveying other vehicles must not excead the permissible speed for those vehicles,
(ii) Trains c}:}nueying any vehicle not included in (i) above, may run at the speeds laid down for goods trains (except loaded 'VHWA'
wagons).
(tii) The maximum speed for Suburban ‘M’ (Tait) and 'CM' vehicles, loaded Petroleum Tank Wagons and loaded '"VHWA' Wagons is
laid down in Special Speeds, page 60 clause 4.

(iv) It will be the duty of the Guard to inform the Engineman at the commencing point of the train of the Maximum Speed allowed due
to the classes of vehicles included in the train and the Engineman or Guard, if relieved, must pass this information on to his relief.

5. Enginemen, Assistant Enginemen, and Guards must keep a good look—out for hand signals, which will be exhibited at the Various
localities where temporary speed reductions are in force in accorda nce with the regulations. It must, however, he understood that repairs
to lines may be necessary at other places besides those mentioned in the Weekly Notice or other printed or written instructions, and of
which, owing to their urgency, it has not been possible to give previous notice. Enginemen must, therefore, be always on the lookout, and
be prepared to stop or run at reduced speed whenever and wherever hand signals are exhibited. (See General Appendix réspecting
Special Permanent Way Signals).

6. Stationmasters, Signalmen, Guards, Gangers, and others must promptiy report through their Superior Officers any case in
which a train runs in excess of the speed laid down, and such report must be forwarded to the Head of the Branch without delay.

LOCOMOTIVES ASSISTING IN REAR OF TRAINS

(Regulation 173).

S. Locomotives assisting on goods trains must not be allowed to remain attached to trains after load has been so reduced that
assisting locomotive is no longer required. Locomotives must be returned as soon as possible and from nearest suitable station, in avery
case, unless required for loading on the return journey.

In all cases when an assisting locomotive to be returned light is heid for more than fifteen minutes, a full report, giving particulars of
the detention, must be forwarded to the Chief Train Controller.

€. The employment of a locomotive to assist in the rear of a goods train where authorised by the abovementioned instructions is
permissible whether the train concerned is hauled by one or two locomotives in front provided that the relevant instructions contained in
Working Time-table books relating to locomotives assisling in front of trains (Regulation 174}, and locomotives assisting in rear of trains
(Regulation 173} are fully cbserved.
