Credits under the Provisions of Section 102 of 
Act No. 2716, &c. 

Provision is made in section 102 of the Railu•ays Act I9I5 that a.ny losses inenrrcd 
in rc,.;pect of the working of new lines of railway shall be notified in writing hy the 
Commissioners to the Auditor-Gencml, zmd, if certified by him, shall iJe provided hv 
Parliament in the Annual Appropriation An, and paitl to the Commis~ioners. 

In 1917 the Royal Commis:;ioner, }lr. T. R. Johnson, who was appointed to 
inquire into the working of the Victorian Ii.ailways as 1t business undertaking. 
re.c·ommended that this provision, which wftg not being acted upon, should be put into 
operation. The Commissioners accordingly made a elaim for £45,062 in respect of the 



year I9I7·-I8, but the Government made no provision for the payment of this amount, 
nor for the amount (£g1,355) due in respect of the year rgrg-20, although both were 
certified to bv the Auditor-GeneraL 

The cl;tim (£'7J,424) for the intervening year was, however, accepted, and in each 
year from rgzo-zr onwardB the Government has duly paid to the Commissioners the 
amount due in respert of this item under the section refenoo to. 

On numerous occa,sions representations have been made to the Government in 
regard to the amotmts due for the years rgr'7-I8 and rgrg-20, which were legally 
payable, and for which cre<lit was taken in the accounts in accordance with the general 
practice of the Department. 

Finally, however, advice was received from the Under-Treasurer that the amounts 
in question would not he paid, and we have, therefore, had no option but to write off 
the total amount of £r3C>,4q, for which credit had been taken.

The record passenger trafflc of 1922-23 was eclipsed during the year tmde1· review, 
wh<•n the total uumber nf passenger journeys was approximately 7 per cent. greater, 
with an accompanyinf.( irwrease in revenue of a.bout 5 per cent.

We attribute the decline in the country passenger traflie to the increased u~e 
of road motor vehicles. The competition of licensed motor ears was a factor in the 
situation, hut in our opinion the falling off in the railway business was mainly due to the 
large increase in tbe rnnnher of private per~on,~ owni11g Htotor tal's a.nd using thetn for 
journeys whi('h previously would have been made by rail. The popularity of the 
motor as a mearL' of transport. can be gauged from the faet that the total number of 
motor vehic·les registered in this State increased from 20,274 at 30th June, 1920, 
to 52,700 at 30th June, 1924, tlw latter figure being rb,027 in excess of that at 30th 
June, 1923, which is eqnivn lent to an increase of approximately 43 per cent. for the 
year under review. 

The only other feature inviting referenee is the inereHse of £zr,855 in the couutry 
passenger revenue despite the decrease in passenger journeys. This was principally 
ascribable to the vohmw of interstate tmtlk diverted to the railways during an 
interruption to shipping: services. 

'l'he figures in f('SjJCd of suburban pa,,seng:er !miiic fur the preceding year were 
improved hy approximately .8 per cent., which was mainly attributable to---

(1) the additional traffic arising from electrification; 
(2) the visit of the British Special Service Squadron; 
(3) the cessation of tramway services in 11ay last; and 
(4) the extra day in l<'ebruary, 1924 (Leap Year). 

In Appendix No. 36 will be found a furt.her statement showing the fluctuations 
in the passenger t.raflie, und the changes in relative order of importance dnring the past 
decade of the principal metropolitan and suburban stations, at which in 1913-14 the 
hooking'S were equivalent to more than soo,ooo passenger journeys or which have since 
developed at least that volume of traffic. 

Goods Traffic. 

The goods tonnage was the greatest handled in the history of the Department. 
The revenue also exceeded that, of any previous year.

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The favorable harvest was responsible for approximately £1ocj,ooo of the 
additional receipts, the remainder of which was derived from practically all classes of 
traffic, with the notable exception of a decline of 19 per cent. in the revenue received 
from the transport of wool, due to the diminution of flocks a ml to lighter fleeces resulting 
from the dry conditions experienced in the autumn of 1923. 

Live Stock Traffic. 

1n 1922--23 the sheep traffic was abnormal owing to the necessity to convey 
stock to suitable pastures in consequence of the unfavorable season, and the exceptionally 
heavy export trade. The number of sheep carried in 1923-24 was approximately 
3,ooo,ooo less than in the preceding year, which mainly accounts for the decrease of 
.£129,823 in the total live stock revenue.

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Train Mileage. Train Loads, &c. 
The total train mileage for the year was 17,408,383, which represented an increase 

of 701,095 miles over that of the previous year. In addition, the mileage of rail motor 
cars totalled r68,559. 

Increases occurred in both the country passenger and the suburban electric 
passenger train mileages. On the other hand, there was a decrease in the suburban 
steam passenger train mileage, due to the fact that a steam service was still in operation 
on certain suburban lines for portion of 1922·-23. The mixed train mileage also showed 
a decrease, principally due to the extended use of rail motors, vide page 15. 

The goods train mileage exceeded that of the previous year by 247,041, an 
increase of approximately 5 per cent. The volume of business, however, as indicated 
by the gross ton mileage of goods trains, increased by about 6 per cent., and the handling 
of this additional loading with a decreased ratio of train m.ileage is evidence of efficiency 
in this section of the Departnlent's activities.

The lower percentage of actual to authoriZed loads for rulmg grades m respect 
of goods trains was due to the necessity for maintaining a regular goods service with 
relatively light loading on certain routes where rail motor cars had been introduced. 

The a veraae gross tonnage of 347 tons per goods train mile is the highest figure 
yet obtained, and exceeds by 4 tons the previous record of 343 in respect of the year 
1922-23. 

The average )onnage of goods and live stock per loaded truck mile 8 ·7-
rcpresents an increase of 8 cwt. as compared with last year, and equals the previous 
highest records obtained in 192Cf-21 and 192r-zz. 

Improved Passenger Train Services. 

The policy of keeping the country train schedules under constant review resulted 
in further substantial reductions in the over-all time occupied between certain terminals.

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The curtailment of travelling time in these and previous cases constitutes a 
marked improvement of much benefit to passengers. Close attention is being given 
to the various schedules, in order that we may introdnee whatever further improvements 
are warrant:ed and practicable from time to time. 

Two modern sleeping cars were eonstructen and put into rurming on the 1\Jildum 
line, and a "sleeper" is now attached to the train for the \Vhole journey, instead of 
between J\ilaryborough ann ~IiMura only. These improvements have so increased the 
patronage tha.t we have necided to hni Id two additional sleeping CHI'B for use onlthis 
line.; 

Petrol Rail Motors. 
One of the di;mbilities suffered by residents along lines which carry only a 

comparatively light tr·aflic during the major portion of the yetu has always been the time 
occupied in journeying by mixed t.ra.ins. Such trains, carrying both passengers and 
gooc!H, are an et'onomical means of catering for the requirements of the districts which 
they serve, but the time occupie(l in shunting and other operations associated with 
gooc!H work detracts from their convenience as a means of passenger transport, 

The advent of petrol rail motor cars of a reliable type is helping materially to 
improve the situation in this respect, enabling the goods and passenger traffic to be 
separated by a comparatively cheap rnea.ns, and provirling a convenient and reasonably 
fast service for passengers. 

During the year a noticeable ad vanre was m.nde in tills direction, rail motor cars 
heing placed in running on eight additional routes.

Arrangements have been rnade for the construction of a larger and more comfortable 
type of car, with a view to still fmther extensions. It is our intention t.o gradually improve 
by tills means the facilities on lines upon which the volume and natme of the traffic 
justify such n ~ourAA. 

Timekeeping of Trains. 
The timekeeping of country trains has been satisfact.orr throughout the year. 

There was a fnwtional netrogressi011 in the pereent<tge of eonntry Jlassenger trains on 
time, despite the revision of the schedules referred to on page 14, hut an improvement 
of 2. 41 pe.r eent. was achieved in eonncxion with mixed trains. 

The rmming of suburban electric t.rai11s was adversely affected by the extent and 
na.t.nre of the work of dnplieating the tr;wks between Norr.h Melbourne and Spencer­
street, which necessitu.t.crl speed restrictions for the greater portion of the year. The 
additional tmcks will remove a soureP of nmch congestion, aml will undoubtedly result 
in a general improvement in timekeepin§!, as the traffic could not be hannled sat.isfaetorily 
with the insufficient £ar.ilitie:; previously nvnilablc.

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Electrification of Suburban Lines. 
The nar under review is the fimt in which the suburban service was wholly 

operated by .. electric traction on the lines included in the original scheme. 
The results have clearly demonstrated the high reliability of the system. 'fhere 

was an almost entire absence of serious interruption to the train services, notwithstanding 
the great mileage of electric trains operated under a diversity of conditions. 

Apart from the experience gained in the ordinary movements of traffic as to 
the value of electrification, the flexibility and capacity of the electric service were 
prominently indicated by the manner in which the Department was able to cope with 
the special traffic arising from the visit of the British Special Service Squadron in 
jlarch last. On the Port Melbourne Line trains capable of com·eying r,ooo passengers 
were, when necessary, despatched at intervals of less than three minutes, and the 
phenomenal volume of traffic generally was handled with a facility and smoothness 
which could not have been achieved under steam conditions. 

The high speed of the electric trains, together with the greater frequency of the 
service as compared with steam traction, has, in effect, brought the outlying districts 
closer to the city. It has thus given a considerable impetus to their development, as 
well as benefiting the inner suburbs. 

The increase in traffic under electrification is so striking as to again demand 
reference, and will be appreciated from the following statement of the number of passenger 
journeys from certain important stations and lines within the suburban area for the 
pt~st financial year, as compared with rgr7~r8 (the last year throughout which the 
suburban service was wholly operated hy steam).

To provide additional accommodation for the increasing traffic during peak 
traffic hours in the morning aml evening, the lengthening of suburban station platforms 
to aecmmnodatc 7-car or 8-car trains is being steadily proceeded with. 

The necessary alterations have been completed on the St. Kilda and the 
Sandringham- Essendon lines, and 7-car trains are now operating on these sections 
<luring peak hours. 

The extension of the platfonns between East Hichmond aml Box Hill is approaching 
completion, and 7-car trains will shortly be rnnning on that line during p·•r;ods of 
maximum traffic. It is anticipated that hy the end of the current financial year similar 
provision will have been made on the Clifton Hill~Heservoir-Heidelberg~Elt.ham 
and the Williamstown· Dandenong--Frankston lines, where the work of lengthening the 
pia tforms is now in progress. 
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It is our intention to further lengthen suburban trains to eight cars as traffic 
warrants. By contrast with the position when the maxlrn.mn train load consisted of 
six cars, this will increase t.he capacity of the system by approximately one-third without 
involving any appreciable addition to the operating eosts. 

With the exlliting electrical equip1uent it will be possible to operate 10-car trains, 
which will provide a comparatively ready means of meeting the growth of suburban 
traffic for some time t.o come. 

On the other hand, full advantage has been taken during the year of the facility 
afforded by electric traction to reduee running expenses by limiting the size of trains 
<luring non-rush hours. 

The heavy responsibility devolving upon the Newport "A" Power House of 
supplying current for industrial purposes, as well as for railway requirements, was 
eonsiderably relieved in Oct,ober last, when the Newport "B " plant uommenced 
generating power. This station, which is part of the State Electrieity Commission's 
scheme, is at present being operated by this Department under arrangement with the 
Commission. 

The position regarding the "upply of bulk power was further improved in .Tune 
last by the linking up of these power houses with the Yallourn scheme. By means 
o{ a frequency changer in the Commission's Yarraville Terminal Station, they can now 
he operated in conjunction with the Yallonrn installation, and current exchanged as may 
he necessary to meet the exigencies of both railway and industrial services. 

The total number of tmits generated at Newport "A" Power House during the 
year was zsg,ooo,ooo, of whieh ns,ooo,ooo were supplied to other than railway 
eonsumers. These sales yielded a revenue of £zzs,ooo. 

The Automatic Sub-stat.ions at Reservoir, Rosanna, Greens borough, .i\litcham, and 
Springvale, which automl>tically come into operation when a supply of eurrent is required 
for train running and shut down when that service has been fulfilled, have now been in 
use for some eonsiderable time. Notwithstanding the intricate and eomplicat,ed nature 
of the plant, these installations have worked in a highly satisfactory manner. 

Two electric goods locomotives are now in use, but have so far been con:ll.ned 
principally to shunting service in the f'linders-street y11rd, pending the wiring of goods 
sidings in the metropolitan yards and on the Sandringham and Oakleigh lines. The 
erection of the necessary overlle!td wiring has now been completed on the sidings on the 
Bandringham line, and the use of the electric locomotives for goods traffic on this route 
has a.lready been iutrO<lnced and will be extended as other sidings are equipped . 

.Practically all the parcels traffic within the n1etropolitan area is now being 
conducted by means of electric parcels coaches, the use of whieh will be e}..'tended to 
other lines as opportunity offers. This system has proved of great value, inasmuch 
as it has ena blecl the suburban passenger trail1s to be relieved almost entirely 
of parcels work, and, in addition to reducing congestion and obviating delay to both 
passenger and parcels serviees, ha.s enabled the traffic to be handled in a much more 
satisfactory manner than was possible under previous conditions. 

In the last Huilway ],oan Application Act funds were a.llotted towards the elec­
t.rification of the lines betwoon Ri:ng,vood and Lilydale, and Ringwood and Upper Ferntree 
Gully. The l'arliamentary Standing Committee on Hailways subsequently approved 
of the first seetion between R.iugwoorl and Croydon l,eiug taken in hand, and the 
necessary coru;truction a.rrangement" have been made with a view to the running of 
electric tra.ius on this route being commenced in December noxt. This will enable 
substantial economies in train operation to be effected hy the abolition of the present 
local steam service between these stations. lt is also expected to induce considerable 
additional tmffic fronl the picturesque district, o£ which Croydon is the centre. The 
Committee now has under consideration the question of e:x:t€'nding the electrification 
seheme to Lilydalc and Upper Ferntrec Gully. 

The electrification of the line from Camberwell to Ashhurton is also in hand, and 
will be completed in Novcmber ne:x:t. A marked in1provement will then be made in 
the serviee, which will pro\"ide more frequent trains and reduce the travelling tim.e to 
and from the metropolis. 

It is not at present proposed to electrify the line between East Camberwell and 
Deepdene ; but iu order to improve the service on this seetion, a rail motor car v,ill be 
provided in the near future. The question of electrification "ill be further considered 
when the volllll\e of t.raffic has sltffi.ciently developed. 
1:!4~5-2. 
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Metropolitan Terminal Facilities. 
Under Act No. 3:263 the Metropolitan Town Planning Commission was constituted 

to inquire into and report upon various matters relating to the metropolitan and suburban 
area, including street and road requirements generally; existing means of transportation; 
probable future requirements, and the regulation of traffic. 

This Department is not represent.ed upon the Commission, hut, as in the 
course of its proceedings it became apparent tl1at many phases of its investigations 
demanded that the railway sitmttion should be tuken into account., arrangements were 
made for two experienced railway officers to assist in an advisory, though informal, 

· eapacity up9n matters affecting railway re<1uirements. These officers attended a 
number of meetings of the Commission throughout the year. 

The Department was also represented at a Conference convened by the Honorahle 
t.he Minister of Public Works to consider the question of relieving congestion in the streets 
of Melbourne, pa.rt,icularly in the vicinity of Flinders-street Htation. Broadly speaking, 
our attitude, as outlined by our representatives at the Conference, was that. while we 
would do all within our power in the direction of regulating the traffic, t.he question of 
any congestion in the surrounding streets was primarily one for the m nnicipality. 

Except when the train service becomes disorganized in consequence of the late 
running of trains or on account of accident, no real disability is experienced in hamlling 
the traffic within the boundaries of the Flinders-street Stat.ion. 

The growth of business at Flinders-street is not proportionat€ with the increase 
in the number of passengers using the suburban railways. The " through " routing 
of trains has alr<'ady diverted an appreciable proportion of traffic to Spencer-street, 
whidJ will be increased by the improved facilities afforded by the two new "island" 
platforms at the latter station. J<~lectric traction has consequently created at :::lpencer­
street a new metropolitan station for suburban traffic, whilst, in addition, the fact that 
journeys can be made from the nort.hem to the southern suburbs and viee versa without 
changing trains at Flimlers-street has made the latter a " wayside" instead of a terminal 
or changing station for a very large number of passengers. 

With the introduction of longer trains, which clear the platforms every few 
minutes, and the system of" through'' routing, it is considered that no radical alterations 
will be necessary at Flin<lers-street for some t.ime to come. 

Way and Works Branch. 
The Way and Works were maintained in good working order and repair throughout 

the year, vide eertificate of the Chie{ li:ngineer of Way and Works (Appendix No. J). 
The relaying of 37.8 miles of track with steel rails was undertaken and eomplete,l,

The tracks were strengthened by 22,455 additional sleepers, 380,397 sleepers 
were renewed, and a total of r85 miles of fencing rebuilt. 

Spencer-street Station and Terminal Accommodation. 
Satisfactory progress was made with the scheme for the re-arrangement and 

extension of the Spencer-street station and yard. The first portion, comprising the 
erection of new suburban " island '' platforms, equipped with the requisite station 
buildings, subways, and ramps was almost complet€<1, and the whole of these 
facilities will shortly be available for the conduct of traffic. New brick signal boxes 
were erected at Franklin-street and Viaduc.t junct.ion, and four tracks for suburban 
passenger traffic were conBtrncted from Flinders-street Viaduct to Dmlley-street. 
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'fhe capacity of the paSllenger lines between Xorth ~Melbourne and .Essendon was 
considerably augmented dming the year by the deviation of the E~sendon trains to a 
new route along the eastern set of tracks in the North Melbourne Gravitation Yard. 
This track, known as the" ~~<'ly-over," enables Essendon trains to cross the Williamstown 
line between North Melbonrne and Kensington on a high level, and when the new 
" island '' platforms at Spencer-street and the additional set of tracks between Viadud 
junction and Dudley-stmet are fully available, it will be practicable to conduct the 
passenger traffic between J;'linders-street and .l<;ssendon independently of all other 
sn bur ban trains. 

'fhese re-arrangements will relieve the difficnlties experienced for some time 
past in dealing with the heavy suburban traffic, thus obviating the unavoidable congestion 
and delay which now take place between Spencer-street and ~orth Melbourne at peak 
periods of the day, anrl which react upon a number of the south suburban services. 

Tottenha.m Gravita.iion and Marshalling Yarda. 
'!'he first section of these yards was eompleted some time ago, but cannot be 

fully availed of until an independent goods line is provided between Tottenham and 
the Melbourne Yard, and direct connexions are afforded with the Nort}l-Eastern and 
South-West em lines. 

'l'he question of undertaking the two former works was submitted about twelve 
months ago for reference to the Parliamentary 8tanding Committee on Railways, and 
it i~ desirable that the matter be finalized as early as po"sible. 

New Chaff and Potato Depot. 
Owing to the financial stringency which necoositated the curtailment of many 

works, very little progress was made with the construction of the new Chaff and Potato 
Vt\pot at Cowper-street. 

-~'unds, however, have now been made available to enable t,he work to be recom­
menced, and arrangements are being made accordingly. 

Additional and Improved Accommodation. 
Important works carried ont during the year included the regrading of the 

track between fnglewood and Korong Yale and the reinforcement of additional bridges 
on the section between Bendigo and Korong Vale, to admit of the running of " C " class 
engines ; the provision of refreshment room accommodation at Birohip ; the 
re-iuraugement. of certain station yards, and the provision of subways at various locations 
in the suburban area. 

'l'he 15-ton electrically operated ·· Uoliath .. crane, whie.h was provided in the 
)lelhourne Yard to deal with heavy goods loading, proved entirely satisfactory. The 
loading and unloading of heavy consignmeuts have been greatly facilitated, and the 
rlelays an<1 eongestion which were previously nnavoidable have, to a large extent, been 
overeome. The improvements have been so marked that we have decided to install 
a11 additional erane of this type in the Melbourne Yard in the near future. 

It i,, our aim to increase and improve the existing facilities throughout the State 
with a. view to maintaining the most satisfaetory transport service practicable. 

The general pmgramme of works adopted for 1923~24 was restricted and retarded 
h~~ the direction of the Government to curtail the expenditure from capital funds. 

Many additional works of an important nature are in eont£mplation, and it is 
essential that there be more continuity in the provision of capital funds in order that 
the railway system may be developed sufficiently to meet the growing requirements 
due to new settlement and increased production, and the heavy aeeession of traffic 
whieh will ati~e through the conl!truction of the New South Wales Border Hailways. 

New Station&. 
New stations were constructed at Dennis, .a.Iontmoreucy, and Watsonia, on the 

Clifton Hill Eltham line. 
A considerable portion of the expense incurred in the erection of the stations &t 

Moutmoreucy and Watsonia was contributed by the o"-ners of adjacent land in 
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accordance with our practice of requiring local interests to defray, or to contribute 
towards, the cost of providing such additional facilities, if the circumstances do not 
justify their provision at the sole expense of the Department. 

Dwelling Accommodation for Employees. 
1'he policy was continued of gradually providing housing accommodation· for 

employees at locations where private residences were not asailable, and during the year 
sixteen new honsef\ of prt>-•·ast .--onmete eonstrudi.-.n were erect-ed. 

Rolling-Stock Branch. 
The whole of the rolling-stock in use and the maehinery and equipment were 

maintained in good working order and repair, vide the ecrtilicate of the Chief Mechanical 
Engineer (Appendix ~o. z). Inventories of the rolling-stock in cxistenre at 3oth 
Jnne, r924, appear in Appendices ~os. r6 and z6. 

· The conversion of the Auburban lines t-o ele<·trifieation rcmlerctl ~uperfluous many 
of the locomotives previously used in that service. ~ome wen' sold, some were converted 
1-o other uses, e.g., shunting engines, or rnnnmg on short cross-country lines, ani! some 
were written off and broken up. There still remain a nnmber which are unsuit-able for 
further effective service, and it is intended to repay to t!Je Capital Account the amount 
representing their original cost, and break them up as opportunity offers. To this end 
the sum of £so,ooo was repaid to the Capital Account during the year under review. 

Forty-seven of the older types of locomotives were broken up dming the year, 
aml one was soli!. In addition, one van was destroyed hy accident, 237 of the older 
goods wagons, a.nd 6 old-type workmen's sleepers were broken up, and 9 old wagon~ 
were removed from the Hegister. Twenty locomotives of various types were written 
clown from the value represented by their full tractive power to that represented by 
their >~erap materials.

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Superheater Locomotives. 
The six "C" chl.ss locomotives constructed during the year were fitted with 

superheat.ers. In addition, one "Az," two "DD," and three "AA" saturated 
steam locomotives were equipped with similar apparatus. The total number of 
superheater loeomotives in service at the close of the ye;u under review was thereby 
increased to 204. 

Consolidation Locomotives. 

At 30th June, 192.t, 31 consolidation locomotives were in service, of which 
zr were " C " dass aml the balanee "K " dass. The utilization of these dMses of 
locomotive continued to give clatisfact.ory result.s. 

New Locomotive Construction. 

Ten loc01noti ves of t.hc " J\<1ikado " type, with a -2 wheel arrangement, 
are being constructed, and will be known as the ·' N" class. Although similar in power 
and general design to the " I(" elass they will he so constructed as to permit of their 
heing converted with a minimum of expense to the standard gauge of 4 ft .. 8~ in. wlren 
the necessity arises. 

Carriage Stock for Eleetrificaiion Scheme. 

Of the 55 cmuposite suburban cars to which reference was m.ade in our last 
Report, 53 were completed during the year. ln pnrsua.nee of the policy of increasing the 
eapacity of sul1nrban passenger trains, the eonstruction has been undertaken of an 
;ulditional 33 ears of tl1is type, which is also suitable for country excursion traffic. 

Newport Workshops. 

'J'he new foundry was ln·ought into UEe in October la;;t, and has proved entirely 
satisfactory. ~lost of the consequential re~arraugements were effected during the 
year, resulting in coru;idera ble improvement in the working conditions and greater 
effieienc y general! y. 

North Melbourne Car and Wagon Shops. 

'!'he installation of ear aJHt wagon wheel and journal turning lathes at these ,hops 
lms enabled the caT; and wagon repair work to be co-ordinated. 

The whole of the operations in connexion with car and wagon repairs are now 
earried out at North Melbourne obviating the necessity which previously existed for 
transporting the wheel,; between North Melbourne u,nd Newport, and resulting in 
considerable savings in time~ and labour. 

Fuel Conservation. 

Interest in the fuel eonservatiou movement was mainttLined throughout the 
year, and excellent results have attended the discussions w hi eh took place at the various 
meetino;s. }fany of the ideas and suggestions put forward were adopted, and have 
been the means· of cficeting improvements in various phases of train operation. 

ln addition, the movon1ent has a distinct educational value, and, by removing 
misunderstandings, leads to more harmonious working generally. 

The coal consumption has undoubtedly been very favorahly influenced in con­
sequence of the awakened interest in fuel economy, and we feel confident that the 
prominence which has been given to the subject will resnlt in still greater savings in 
the coming year. 

Coaling of Engines. 
Definite action in the direction of installing mechanical appliances for coating 

locomotives was deferred in order that advantage might he taken of the experience 
gained by the officers sent to America to study the latest practice in that country. 

It is expected that the detailed information which these officers obtained will 
be of much assistance in dealing with this subject. 
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Automatic Couplers. 
During the year further consideration was given to the type of automatic coupler 

which would be most suitable for adoption on the Victorian system, having regard to 
the necessity for uniformity in Australian practice. In due course, for experiment3,] 
purposes, electric trains will be fitted with the type of coupler proposed to be introduced. 

Tt has been decided to equip the narrow-gauge stock on the Crowes and Walhalla 
lines with" Willison" couplers, which will permit of the use of more powerful locomotives 
as referred to under the heading of "Non-Paying Lines" on page 10. 

Electro-Pneumatic Brakes. 
J~xperiments were made with the electro-pneumatic hrakc. which is a 

comparatively recent development of braking appamtns for electric trains, designecl 
to enable the motorman to maintain the maximum instantaneous control throughout 
8 or ro-car trains. 

The tests showed that in order to satisfactorily meet our require1nents certain 
Inodifications in the electrical portion of the brake apparatus are clesirable, amt the 
necessary equipment is now being obtained from. the manufacturers to enable further 
tests to Le made. 

Signal and Telegraph Branch. 
The whole of the signalling, interlocking, and safe-working appliam:es, &e., wer<~ 

lllf1intained in good order and repair throughout the year, 1•ide the rertifkate of the 
Chief Engineer of Signals and Telegraphs (Appendix No. 6). 

Interlocking, Etc. 

During the twelve months under notice interlocking appliances were installed 
at twenty new locations, involving the provision of I2I levers. The total number of 
interlocked places at 3oth June last was 922~-n,3I3 levers-or 8o·45 per cent. of the 
total number of places with points in the main line. 

]forty-three sets of staff, Allllett, or tablet-locked gear were provided at 26 inter­
mediate non-staff stations; three staff stations were fitted with plunger-locking gear, 
and eight electric staff seet,ions, as well as one tablet section, were equipped and brought 
into use. 

The installation of tracklocking at Baddaginnie and Springhur:st was complete<l 
cluring the year, and good progress was macle with similar work at Violet Town and 
Wangaratta. -

Power Signalling, Etc. 

'l'he value an cl safet.y of the electrification system as a train-uperat.ing scheme hM 
been considerably increased by the installation of automatic signalling with train stops. 
This method increases the train-carrying capacity of the lines by enabling the headway 
between the trains to be reduced to an extent that would not be practicable with 
manually-operated sil-(nals. It has now been installer! on the following sections, viz.:~·

Telephones and Telegraphs. 

During the year approximately 284 wire milBs "f metallil' telephone service, 
with M.orse telegmph superimposed, were pro,·ided, and about 97 wire mile,; of M.orsc 
lines eonve1tcd to telephone, 

Long-di~tan~c trnnk line servit:nx were provided to connect. Mclhourne with 
Ballamt, Amrat, Htawell, a1rd intermediate stations (temporarily via Ucelon!I). as well 
as hetween l\le!bonrne, Lilydu.le, Llpper .Ferntree Gully, and all interme(liate st-ationo. 
In addition, local telephone and iuter-eommnnieation services, with modern switchin)! 
arnmgements for trunk lineH, were Jitted at Bendigo and Maryhorough. 

The Hailwap Automatic .l']x<·hange, located in the Head OffieeH, wa,; thoroughly 
overhauled, and the Power Automatic f\wit.chhoard at .Jolimont, which was installed in 
order to provide a self-contained medium of telephone communication between section~ 
of the .~taff associat-ed with the maintenance and opcmtion of the electric train serviecs, 
was enlargerl t0 its full capacity of 61 lines. 

'l'he dietograph inter-communication sycltmn wag iJttrotluec<l into :,everal Branches 
M the .Head Offices with very satisfactory results. partieularly in relieving the pressure 
011 tl1e A11tonwtic Telephone gxdmnge .

The installation of selector tBlepltones between Dandenong and Nyora, whieh are 
primarily required in e01mexion with train eontrol, was almost completetl, while, in 
order to sc~nrP greater economy and cfficicn~y in Morse telegraph working, a commence­
ment was made with the work of >nbstituting caustic soda cells for Meidiuger (copper 
ulphate) cells and of installing tbe necessary accumulators. 

In eonnexion with the new lines of mihray from Redclifh to \\'crrimul, Annuello 
to Hobinvale, J\emug to Gonn Crossing, and M<)ama .Junction towards Balranald, about 
76 miles of JH'W line \rere erected, wliilst many of tl1e existing lines were rebuilt or 
overhaule<L 

Electric Lighting of Stations, &c. 
Sixty-five suburban stations were equipped with eleetric light dnriug t.he year, 

their illumination thus being much improved. The installation of this method of 
lighting will be completed at all the 1!\orc .impmiant stations in tJ1e metropolitan area 
wit)lin the next few monthB.

In addition, electric lighting was provided in eighteen departmental residences, 
and at various refreshment rooms, trucking yards, engine sheds, and coal stages 
throughout the Stat.e, 
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Stores Branch. 
The value of the stock of stores on hand at 3oth June last, as per the certificate 

of the Acting Chief Storekeeper (vide Appendix No. 5) was £r,536,6go, wl1ich is 
£245,975 less than the value at 30th June, 1923. 
. This reduction, together with that made in the year 1922-23, means that in two 
rears the stock has been de<'reasPd from £z,osg.293 to £r,536,6go, or a reductiou 
of over half a million poma.l;;, 

The difference in value of stock at 30t·h June, rgz.j, as compared with that 
at 30th June, 1923,· is attributable to some extent to a ve~riation in the method of 
dealing with the partly manufactured material on hand at 3oth June, 192.1, but t.he 
mtroduction of improved methods af\soriatecl witl1 th~ )!P!leral stores re-orl!anization 
was an important contribntinl! fa<'tor. 

Central Storehouse and Reclamation Depot at Spotswood. 

_ Our proposals to establish a Central Storehonfie and Reclamation 1)(\pbt at 
l:'pots\\·ood, to which reference was made in our last Report, were approved by the 
Parliamentary Rtanding Committee on Railways. 

The work, which comprises the erection of an extensive store, with up-to-date 
office accommodation and the necessary ,-ard facilities, was commenced in J,umatT 
last, and it is anticipated that it will b~ ,:ompleted within the next twelve month,, , 

\Vhen the necessarv accommodation is available, this Storehouse will be utili?.fHI 
for all general bulk requir~ments, while the whole of the scrap from the various branches 
of the Service will be collected and forwarded to this eentre, where it will he suitably 
stored, reclaimed, and disposed of. Certain redamation adivities have alread.\• been 
commenced with satisfactory resultfi, 

Improved Storehouse Methods. 

Storehouses at various workshops, iueluding the :Xewport Locomoti\·e and 
:-:ignal and Telegraph 'Yorkshop~, have been so re-<Jrl!anized and fitted as to ensme 
almost a maximum of efficiency in storekeeping methods. 

The existing system, which it is proposed to extend to other Storehonses duriug 
the coming year, provides for a mont.hly review of stocks and the dassilication of all 
items into sections and section units. Tltis has the effect of regulating stocks, and 
facilitating the handling of material, while a further featnre of the system, viz., store" 
delivery, under which requisitions are colleded and materials delivered to the machines, 
eliminates the necefisity for workmen to visit the Storehouse, and enables the work to 
be eanied out with marked expedition. 

Cos.l Supplies. 

During the year 763,045 tons of coal were pnrehased. This quantity ineluded 
278,636 tons of slack coal, most of which was required for the Newpm:t l'ower House.

Mining operations at the State Coal Jl-line were continued throughout the year 
practically without interruption, As a result, the out.pnt showed an increase, as 
compared with 1922-23, of 42,556 tons of Rneened coal nnd 23,392 tons of slack coal, 
or a total advance of 65,948 tons, 
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Fuel requirements at. the Xewport Power House nece~sitated t,J,e importation 
frorn New South Wales of 4r,o6r tons of slack coal more than lluring rgzz·-23, and the 
total supplies obtained frorn that State exeeeded last year's fignre by 72,960 tons. 

The total coal consumption of the Department for the year was 760,763 toll,;, 
which involveii an expenditme of £r,ozo.or7, or a11 :wemge of .tr 6s.

The increase iu the number of eases detected hv the station nffieials was llO 

donllt largely dlle to the speeial attention deYoted to this phase of \YOrk, to \\'hieh 
reference is made undm· the heading of " Ticket Colleetio11 " herennder. 

Offences of a trivial or technic,,] eharaeter were. in accordttllJ"e with the usu<>l 
l'Ustom, de<>lt with departmentally, bnt in other ettscs offender' were prosecuted in t.hfl 
Police Comts. In the vast JU>tjoritv of instances the proKeeutions were snceessfnl. 
This eourse of aetion is the best means available for safeguarding t.hc revenue, although 
the deterrent diect is not as pronounced as we would desire. 

Ticket Collection. 
We are pleased to record a fmther decrease in the pcreentaf(e of uncollected 

muntry tickets, which is particnl~trly gratifying in view of the importance of this factor 
in relation to railway finances. 

The percentage of uncolledcd countr:· tickets, which 1ms 8. 2 iu 1920 · ZI, was 
red~ced to 6.q7 in the following year, to 4.r;8 last year, and to 3 ·o8 in the year under 
revrew. 

These excellent results have, without. doubt, b~eB the outt,ome of our appeals 
for the eo-operation of the ehel'bng staff, The low perecnt~tge achieved during the 
past t.welve months is a dear indication of the keen interest displayed hv t.he employees 
concerned, and we are hopeful that with continued attention to this asper·t of railway 
working still better results wiJlJ,e oht.ained in futme. 

Pilfering of Goods. 
'l'he sum of £z3,898 was paid during the year in settlmnent of claims for goods 

and parcels lost, damaged, or pilfererL as compared with f23,236 in the previous t11·elvc 
months, 

Dnring recent years suecess .has attended onr efforts to reduce pilfering, aud the 
satisfactory results were more than maintained in I<)23~~~24, t.he claims paid under this 
heading amounting to £I,IOS hr contrast with £1,391 last year. 

The increase of £662 in the total amount involved in the settlement of claim;.; 
was largely due to damage resulting from the use of inferior tarpaulins. This \Yas 
attributable to the poor qualit~· of canvas purchased as being the best available-· 
during the war period. ctnri to the ueeessity for ob!lerving the strictest economy in 
expenditure during the ensuing years. Arrangements have since heen made to ensme 
the maintenance of an adequate supply of suitable tarpaulins.

Organization and Equipment. 
The interest evinced by the staff in mnbu lance work w~s again V<"ry noticeable 

throughout the year, >111<l 406 employees W<'re successful in passinl( the test>< 
entitling them to certificates of proficien('_Y in '' First Aid.'' Tl1is contrasts favorably 
with the average number of certificates obtained---approximately :wo per ttnnum- · 
during the preceding five years. 

The Annual State Competitions were keenly couteclted, and success att-emled 
the contests which took place in Sydney between representatives of the various railway 
"''stems of the ( 'ommonwealth. 
· Pra<·tically the whole of the·' First Aid., equipment in the Kt M-e w>ls overbauleo, 

and the amhnlance materi;tl at the V<trious stations. depots, &<·., was substant-ially 
increased. 

The Yarion' sections of the l:'tate Coal Mine <tre fully equipped with ambulance 
boxes, &c., and 67 members of the Mine staff qualified in "l<'irst Aid'' work during 
the year. 

" Early in 1923 the emmalty room at the Xewport Workshops was remorlelled 
and equipped in a most up-to-date manner, and a qualified nursing sister placed in charge 
of the room in order to en~me that expert atteHtion would be available in the case of 
minor casualties. Subsequently, assistance was provided by the appointment of au 
additional nurse, whose duties were divided between the Newport Workshops and the 
adjacent Rig-nal and Telegraph Workshops, where a similar room was established. 

Ambulance rooms are in use at the ~ewport Power House, Jolimout 
Workshops, Jolimont Yard, ~orth Ballarat Workshops, anrl North Bendigo Workshops. 

Refreshment Services. 
The receipts from this branch of otu' aC'tivities amounted to £320,669, exceeding 

those of the previous year by £37,46 8. 
Additional refreshment-room fa('ilities were provided by the establishment of 

new rooms at Birehip and Prince's Bridge, while tea rooms were opened at Bairnsdale, 
1-lhelley, Warracknaheal, and I-lea Lake. Alterations to the time table in December 
last, however, removed the neeessity for -maintaining the rooms at Dandenong, which 
were accordingly closed, Similar aetion was taken in respect of the room at Bit-tern on 
account of insufficient patronage, 

'l'he equipment in several of the nwre important romm< was modernized, and 
the quality of the SP.rviee has imlnecd inereased business to such an extent that 
accommodatiou at the metropolitan rooms has been taxed to its utmost capacity. It 
appears to be generally recognised tlmt a snhstantial improvement has been effected 
in the railway refreshment services since we assumed direct controL 

In Oct.ober last ;L Departmental Bakery was opened for the manufacture of 
raisin bread and other wholesome small goods, such as pies and scones, for which there 
is constant demand. This a!lxiliaiT service has yielded satisfactory financial results, 
whilst the inereasecl (temand for raisins aml other dried fruits is appre<:iably assisting 
the industrv, 

Tn c(;nnexion with our eampaig11 to promote the c·onoumption of fruit, a kiosk wa;; 
erect-ed and equipped on the main conconrse at tl•e Flinders street Station, and the 
business transacted has been ve1T satisfactory, 

Further reference to thes~ features of our >tetivities is made on page 30 under 
the heading of "Publicity to Assist the Primary Prodneer," 
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Dining Car Services. 
The patronage accorded the dining ears attached to the Adelaide ami Sydney 

express trains was s>ttisfa<:>tory throughout th? year., and the nu.mber of meals served 
on these trains increased by 3,580 in eompanson wtth the prevwns. twelve months. 

As a result of the establishment of refre"hrnent rooms at B1rrhtp m JannaTy last, 
and the consequent with<lrawal of the dining ears from the }[il<lura line trains, however, 
the total numher of meals served durinr; the year decreased h,\' i,-\34· 

The net trad in;: results for the year show a profit of £244. 

Advertising. 
Prior to 1st July, H)2J, the ril-(ht to exhibit odvNtisements on milway hoardings, 

&e., was leased ton private eompan~', bnt as from that date the Department ha,; eomlnctml 
the whole of the railwaY ad\'ctiisin;: busineRS, :wd the financial results haYe HJJlphc 
justified this ehanf(e. 

The sybiem of ad n;rtising in railwaY ean·lagt'<" whif'h~ altlwu;rh new t(J Vi(~t.oriH 1 
ha~ been adopted in other Stateo and in' eonntries ont:>idc the ConmwnweaJtlt, was 
also introduced, and promises to he a sourf'e of substantial profit. These advertisements. 
whieh are displayed in ,,uburban f'arriages only, will not displace photogra.phs of tourist 
reaorls, as they are exhibite<l only in other available spaces. 

The StafF. 
At thf> elose of the year the total staff employed wa" 27/lH), t·otllprising H},057 

permanent officers and <'mployees, and 8.562 employees eugagcd iu a <mpcrnumPrary 
capaeity. 

330 youths were appointed to the permanent :;toff during the year in the I,'Tarles 
of junior clerk pupil engineer, apprentice, and latl porter. fu addition, 412 aduJt,s 
were appointed in the grades of labourer, porter, and shunter to fill positions which 
had previously been oeenpied by supernumerary employees, anrl three adults were 
appointed to ofiices of a specialized character. 

The total staff employed at 30th June, 1924, was 874 in exeess of that at 30th 
,June, I92.), due mainly to a large number of newly-appointed permanent employees 
being engaged in schools of instruction prior to replacing a corresponding number of 
supernumeraries in regular positions; the expamion of businPss generally; advertising 
and other new activitit>s; the employment of a larger number of men on re-sleepering, 
re-ballastiug, and re-laying of tmeks, and the utilization of extra staff for relief purposee 
to minimize the accumulation of annual leave.

Departmental Board of Discipline. 
The eonstitutiou of the Board of Discipline was, as mentioned in our Report for 

la8t year, substantially alteretl in April, 1923, under Act No. 3227. .From that dat.e 
it has consisted of a Chaimtan and two ::I-I embers, ·all of whom are free to devote the 
whole of their time to the work. Previously, the Heads of the more important Branches 
were required to adjudieate upon the Boa]'(l, to the detriment of their administrative 
functions. 

As was antieipated, the alteration has afforded the desired relief to the Heads of 
Bmuehes eoueemed, and has enabled the ea"es to he finalized more expeditiously than 
under former eonditions. 

Three hundred awl forty-two eases were adjudicated on by the Board during the 
year. 

Railways Classification Board. 
'l'he tenbti ve Hature of the H.ailwan; Classification Board, as constituted in I9H) 

under Act No. 3006. was removed in lJe<:eruber last by A.ct No. 3326, which established 
the Boar!l as a pcnnaneut tribunal for fixing the rates and salaries of all ~;rrades of officer« 
up to a maxinwm of £500 per annum (instead of £4tKJ as previously), and the rates of 
\Yage of all grades of emplo.vces other than thoee covered hy \V ages Board Dcterminations. 
Provision was also made in the amending Act for the iosuc of a Sa larics and Wages 
Award flllllltall y. 

The Board tJ.bo (leterm.ines the working conditionll of the whole of the staff 
(except officers receivinl! over £500 per annum) in certain respects which were defined 
in Act No. 3006. 

ln J<'ehrmuy last the Board ;umotmced that it had fi.xed the basic wage at 
r:;s. nd. per da,v, representing an inerease of nd. per day. When an Award is made, 
this wage will, under the Ad., operate as front rst January, l9Z.J., and as no good purpose 
wonl<l have been sm·vcd hy awaiting the a<"tnal issue of an Aw;trd, the authority of the 
Uovermnent was obtained to make the necessar)' adjustments in rates of pay forthwith. 

The Board has beeH engaged during the year in reviewing the rates of pay of 
various gracles 11.nd in determining <Jnestions arising from time to time in regard to 
interpretations of its various Awards. 

Suggestions and Inventions. 
It is pleasing to record a substantial inere~se in the number of suggestions and 

ir1ventions submitted to the Betterment Board for inYestigation, r,84o being received. 
Of these, 397 were adopted and 50 re<"onunentled for trial with a view t.o their ultimate 
aeeeptanee. 

'l'hese percentag-es were highly satisfadory, and the figures are cvidenee 
of the stimulus whiGh the existence of the Board has given to the staff in the 
direction of e;·olving means of improving exist.ing methods. 'rhey also indicate confidence 
in the Board as a medium for aliording an impartial investigation into suggestiollll, and 
a feeling of assurance that any employees whose ideas are suitable for adoption will 
be adequately rewarded. Bonuses were awarded t.o a large number of sneees..~ful 
suggestors. 

1\lany of the aeeepted suggestions and inventions have resulted in substantial 
ceonomies, while in other eases, although no monetary saving has been effected, they 
have been the means of securing increased efiicieney, OT a more satisfactory service to 
our patrons. 

Educational Activities. 
The system whidr was introduced in 1921-22 of placing Junior Clerks and Lad 

Porters in Instructional Classes before commencing duty at stations in the Traru;porta.tion 
Branch was further continued. 'l'he majority of the lads appointed during the year 
have completed their period of tr·aining. The system was also extended to the adult 
Porters who commenced duty in the Department during the year. 

The further experience of these dasses has demonstrated their value to the 
Trainees and the Department, 
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The employe~.R ail a body continue to manifest interest in the activities of the 
Victorian Railways Institute, aml there has been a marked incre»se in membership. 
The system of t.uit.ion by correspondence has heen mat~rially· extended for the benefit 
of employees residing in country distticis, and the e<lneationa.l facilities afforded through 
the Institute have continued to prove most hcneficiaL ii:Iodern and well-equipped 
Institute buildings were erec-ted during the vear at Bendigo and Benalla, the huilding,, 
being provi<led l>y the Department, after ·the employt•es had Ly local effmt raised 
sufficient funds for their <l(jllipmeHt. We apprer·iatr the interest t.ake.n in thr\ t·ountrv 
l>ra.nches, not only hy the employees hut hy business people p;enemll;,·. 

In pursnance of a mutual armngement. hetween the Counr·il of the Working 
l\Ien's College and tl1e Department, the practice of sending railway apprentices in the 
metropolitan workshops to the Working l\fen's College for their Third Year Technieal 
Course waR diseont.inued. The whole of the three rears· theoretical training of 
apprentices is now undertaken at the Hail way Teehnieal' College M Xcwport. 

Advantage W;ts taken during the year of the opportnnit;r a.fforded under tl1e 
amended University A<·t of nominating a mihmy <'lllplonc for a ".Free 1'laec" at the 
1\-lelbourue Universitv. An apprenticf' electrical fitter was selected to undergo th" 
course for the 1legree of Bachelor of Electrical Engineel'iug, with the ohject of enablinl-( 
him to graduate to the proff'ssiona.l staff of the Department. 

"The Victorian Railways System at Work." 
The exhibition of tlte Jihn "'l'lte Victorian Hailways Rystem ut Wmk" 

was eontinuerl throujlhnnt the 1•ear in Melhourne alHl vurious countrv centre;;, 11·hile 
special screenings were given at 'a m•mLer of public Hll(] othm· schoolA. ·Man~· eulogistic 
refeTences to the film alHl its purpose have been made b:· representatives of the publie. 
and the pictme has everywhere heen received with Hppr~riation and enthusiasm. 

In addition to thr copy Jor\\·anled to thr .Britisl1 Empire Bxhibition, and that 
pmchased hy the Routh African Railways Administration, n copy was obtained by 
t.he British Special Serviee Squadmn, while another is being exhibited on the milwny 
syst.ems and in the nniv<m;it.iee t!Jroughout. the Korth A meric11n continent. 

Visit of Officers to America. 
In our last Report we mentioned that. Messrs .. 1. M. Ash worth, A. R Htamp, and 

E. Dillon had been d<e>puted to visit America in order to acquire knowledge and experience 
of railway methods in operation there. 

These ofl\ccrs returned in AprillaHL after an "xtt'nKive tour o[ the principal railwa:· 
systems in the United States of America a11<l C'anad<t. 

\Ve arc satisfied that their observ<ttimts of railwtw practice in these countries, 
the data obtained by them, an•1 tlte enla.rg<>ment of thPir experience, will prove 
adv:mtageons in the solution nf nmny problems affecting th~ railway system in this State. 

The policy of ~>ranting leaYc of abse.JH·c to employees to enable them to visit 
other count,ries In order to gain personal lmowiPdge of mo,km ra.ihm~· operation was 
cont.inued. 

At 30th June last five members of the stH.{l' were ahscttt from Australia under 
this system, and others arc makin~ similar arrangements. 

"Reso" and "Better Farming" Trains. 
The objects of running the Vif·tOI'inn 'latimwl .Hesoun·cs Development 1'rains, 

more familiarly known as " l{(•so ., trains, were expl<lined in our last Report .. 
The value of these tonrs has been appnrn't to those 11"110 have participated, 

and three were orf(ani7.ed during the )·ear, viz., tn the Western, Mildura, and 
Hippsland districts, that to Mildnra being HJTH11ged at the request and with thP 
assistance of residents of the West€'rn District. A,, in previous cases, the tour in 
each instance ell.-t€'nded over a period of one week. 

The ready response to the proposals for the nnllling of .. Reso .. tra.ins; the interest 
which they have aroused, and the snggeotions that further trips should be undertaken 
have been a great encouragement to pursue this syst.em of educational tours, and thr· 
runnin~: of a train from the Riverina to the Wimmera District is now being organized. 
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Arrangements are now nearing completion for the equipment of the firsc · Better 
Farming" train, an itinerary having been decided upon, to suit the plans of the 
Ag~ienltural Department and the convenience of the farmers in Gippsland, for the 
running of such a train through that province. 

The object is to give lectures and demonstrat.ions o( up-to-date fanning methods 
by experts, the organir.ation of the train being jointly arranged by the Agricultuml 
and Railways Departments. 

It has been proved in other countries that the running of similar trains has resulte<l 
in increased production, following upon the demonstration of improved methods, and 
the exhibition of thoroughbred stock on the tran1, by comparison with scrub stock 
gathered from the locnlities visited. We are confident that the running of a series of 
" Better Farming " trains to various districts will be of great advantage to the pmnary 
producer, and have " direct benefieial influence upon the traffic and financial results of 
the railways. 

Attached to the train will be a Domestic Science car, in which will be given 
lectures and demonstrations in regard to various phases of domestic economy, and 
baby health welfare. 

Publicity to Assist the Primary Producer. 
The publicity which we have given to the desirability of stimulating and increasing 

t.he local consumption of dried and other fruits is a matter of general knowledge, the 
propaganda being principally conducted by means of special pamphlets drawing attention 
to the virtues of various types of fruit as an article of diet, and by pictorial posters which, 
together with pictorial tourist posters, are reproducerl in black and white at the back 
of this Report. 

At the outset our entry into this :;phcre of act,ion was not appreciated, and 
our motiveB are not yet completely underntood. 

The experience of other countries has demonstrated that much can be done 
to assist the primary produeer, and thus lead to increased production and settlement, 
by encouraging the home demand for fruitg which are not only palatable, but have a 
highly nutritive value. 

We felt, and the resnlts have proved, that there was a wide scope in Victoria in 
this direction, and it is beyond question that our publicity work in conjunction with 
the Rtate Rivers and Water Supply Commission has been of immense assistance to the 
producing interests. 

The couuexion with our functions as railway administrators should be obviousi 
because anything which assists to increase production and settlement is more or less 
a direct means of improving the volume of traffic upon the railways. This applies not 
merely in respect of the primary prorlur;ts alone, but also as regards the general traffic 
coni!eqnential 011 greater prosperity and increased settlement on the land. 

Road Competition. 
For some years past the railways in Victoria, as in other parts of the world, have 

heen increasingly suhjeeted to a comparatively new form of competition, vi1.., that of 
road motor vehicle;; engaged in the transportation of goods and passengers. 

'Ve fully appreciate t.hat this form of transport ofiers certain advantages of such 
a character that motor competition must be regarded as a permanent factOT to be taken 
into account in the administration of the railways. 'rhe "door to door " service, the 
lesser amount of handling, and the absence of cartage charges at each end of the journey, 
all tend to encourage consignors to use road transport inst<!ad of rail, especially for short 
hauls. 

One of the features of this form of competition which makes it difficult to combat 
is that the nwtur vehicles, generally speaking, catTy only those classes of goods which 
on account of their value, are subject to the higher freight rates under the railway 
schedules, Goods of this class, upon which the Department relies to cover the low freight. 
rates operating in respect of less valuable commodities, are diverted from the railways, 
while the lower and less payable traffic is retained. 
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The obvious fact iu regard to this competition is that it is not being carried on 
under reaso=ble and equal conditions, iua,;mw'h as the road vehicles are not ea !led upon 
to contribute adequat<Jly to the cost of maintaining the roads over which they pao>, 
and which, owiug to the heavy loads tJwy are eallerl upon t.o he•n, are subjeeted to very 
rapid depreciation, which h>L'l had the effect of radically increasing maintenance costs. 

One of the most anonwlons features of the sit11ation is that. the milways, in onler 
to assist development, carry at exceedingly low and specially reduced freight rates, 
metal and other materials required for road-making pmposes, which ;Ht' used to eonstrnn 
the very roads over which the motor competition is borne. Thus th(; railways are actually 
contributing, through the low freight rat<ls. towards the construction of roa(ls which are 
used without restriction by emmnercial motor vehicles for eompetitive pnrposes. 

We consider that this question, which we are aware is under the notice of the 
Government, should form the subject of early legislation with a view to equalizing the 
conditions under which we are now called upon to compete and to compelling the 
proprietors of commercial motor vehieles not only to contrilmte adequately to the 
maintenanee of the roads, hut to submit to regulation as to the publication of 
schedules of rates and the classes of goods to be cmried. 

In the meantime the development of the motor traffic is being closely watched, 
and we have from time to time taken such steps as have been practicable t.o conserve 
the interests of the Department. and thereby of the ('omnmnity generally. 

A noticeable featnre of the situation during the year unrler review was t!JC 
establishment •lf nmnerous motor-bus services in the .Rulmrhan area. In relation to tJ,j, 
form of competition, the point presents itself with nmeh foree that, under existing 
c·onditions, thoe interests of the general public may be detrimentally a.ffe\ted by 
unrestricted competition as between varying modes of transport, inclu(ling competition 
as between trams and trains~ with both of which the interests of the public are identified 
as owners-as well as between these means of conveyance and motor buses. 

It is ])evond question that the puhlif' should he provided with convenient and 
up-to-date me.a!lB of transport. hut we are strongly of opinion that there is an imperative 
need for regulation, in order to ensure that extravagant competition is not carried on 
to the benefit of a limited section, and to t.he detrimeut of the majority of taxpayers. 
We have already conmnmieated our views on this subject to the Honomhle t.he Minister. 

New South Wales Border Railways. 

Under the agnJement entered into between the Governments of Victoria aml 
New South Wales on the qth Scptemher, 19:2:2, and ratified b~' the Border Railways Ad 
I922, Aet No. 3194, t.bis 1-lbtte is empowered to ('onstru('t and operate Jour lines of 
railway iHio the Riverina, linking up with the existin~~: Yictorian system, as follows : -

(r) from a point ahout 7 miles north of Eclmc:a on the Deniliquin-.. Moama 
line to Balrana.ld, a distance of approximately 1:20 miles ; 

(z) from Gonn Crossing to Stony Crossing on the Wakool River, a distanee 
of about 44 miles, and eounef'ting with r< new Vidorian line of about 
17 miles from Kerang; 

(3) from l<:nston, in a north-easterly direction for about Ju miles, linking 
up with a new line of zr miles from Annuel1o ; and 

(4) lrorn Go! Gol to a point 20 miles north. a short line of ahont 3 miles 
from lVlildma providing th(• necessary f·onnexion with the Vi<·torian 
system. 

Work on the first of the:;<' lines has been commenced hv the Chief Engineer fo1 
Hailway Construction. 

By having opened up the natural means of aceess to the nearest port-.Melhourne--­
the districts served hy these railways will for the first till\e enjoy th(' advantages which 
they should derive hy virtu(' of their geo,.rraphicalloe<'ltion. 

The step is one whi(·h ,;hould eonfe<' far-rea<'hing benefits upon the i:ltates of 
Vietoria and JlltJw South Wales through the eonse'lnential development. of the rieh 
Riverina provinee. A valuable addition to settlement and production may he regawled 
as assured, prov.iding in itR turn new ani! rich marketB for AnRtmlian mannfactureri. 
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Deniliquin and Moama Railway. 
This railway, which is about 44 miles in length, connects with the Victorian 

~ystem at Echuca, and has been operated, sinee its construction in r8;6, by the 
Denili<Juin and Moama Railway Company. 

In pursuance of the Border Railways Agreement, it. was acquired on Ist December 
last hy the Xew South Wales Government for t.ransfer to this Department, and since 
that date has been operated as part of the Victorian Railways syst.em. 

" Through " rates and fares were introduced, and the transport facilities improved 
generally hy the substitution of rail motor t'ars and goods trains for the mixer! ~ervice 
previously ntilized for all dasses of traffic. · 

Level Crossings. 
h1 our last Report we outlined a programme of works which had been decided 

npon to improve the conditions at a number of level cmssings, involving an expenditure 
of approximately £so,ooo during the financial year. 

ln pmRuanee of this programme, pedesttian subways were provided at-· 
.\1oodie-stTeet, Caulfield, 
Carnegie, and 
Chelsea; 

"!'ihile interlor:ked gates and wieket' were installed at --
}loorabbin, J~dithvale, 
Cheltenham, Aspendale, 
Parkdale, Chelsea. 

1n addition, crib wiekets, designed to iuduce pedestrians to look both way~ 
before crossing the line, were erected at a num.ber of foot crossings, and warning signs 
and fencing so altered as to make the erossings as pwminent as possible to road users. 

An automatic device known ao a'· Wig-wag" was introduced at certain unattended 
vehicular crossings. This apparatus, which is placed in a conspieuous position, is 
automatically brought into action when oncoming trains approach within a certain 
<listance of the crossing, and pTovides road users with an efficient warning by swinging 
a red disc during the da}iirne, and a red light at night, in addition to wunding a loud 
gong. . 

Thirteen sites, mostly in the tonntry, were selected at which to erect this device, 
and the work of installation will be completed as early as possible. 

Practically the whole of the amount allotted for the improvement of level 
crossings was expended. A committee of expert officers has been appointed to carefully 
investigate the conditions at all level crossings and as a result of its enquiries such 
improvements as are fonnd to be necessary will be carried ont from time to time. 

While there is an obligat,ion upon the Department in regpect of level crossings, 
which the steps outlined above show that we fully realize, there is likewise an 
obligation upon the users of open level erossing> to exercise reasonable care, which 
involves no greater demand upon them aml, indeed, less -~t.han is called for in 
crossing a city street, with its diveniiied a!Hl ela,<tic forms of traffic . 

.b'ailure to exercise ordinary care is the prinw faetor towards praetieally all 
level crossing accident.s. In an endeavour to bring this home to the public, we 
continued during the year our •· Cmss Cros~ings Cautiously., campaign, by propaganda 
consisting mainly of the exhibition of l""tcrs, and the use of ",tickers·· a.tt.aehed to 
depart.mentalletters, and di>tributed by other means. 

Apart from t.he alterationB referred to above, two important works in connexion 
with level crossings were decided upon. One involvlls the regrading uf the Ene at Clifton 
Hill, and the provision of a bridge at Queen·s~parade, in lien of the existing level crossing. 
These improvements will obviate the existing congestion of roadway J.nd tramway 
traffic at this point. The cost of the work is being borne by this Department, the 
Melbourne and ~letropolitan Tramways Board, and the Northcote City CounciL 

The other comprises the abolition of the level crossing at Epsom-road on the 
Flemington Haceeou:rse Line and the substitution of a vehicular subway. Traff1c at 
this crossing is exceptionally heavy on Flemington race days, as well as during the 
currency of the Royal Agricultural Show, and these alterations will enable traffic to be 
conducted uninterruptedly. The various bodies concerned· -the Jl.lelbourne and 
Metropolitan Tramways Board, the Vict.mia Racing Club, the Royal Agricultural 
Society of Victoria, and the Melbourne and Essendon City Councils-are co-operatin~: 
with the Department in defraying the cost of tl1e work, which is now proceedinjl, 
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State Coal Mine.
